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RESUMO

Este trabalho tem por finalidade discutir o casddjco e histéricoBrown v. Board of
Education e sua importancia para o comeco do fim da sagéegracial nos Estados Unidos,
ja que essa pratica era institucionalizada emamolericano. Para tal, se fez necessério tracar
historicamente os antecedentes do ocorrido, pragsamente no que se refere as leis de
segregacao racial, como surgiram e se institudzarain durante o século XVIII até a
metade do XIX no referido pais.
