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Implicagdo sociolégica do pensamento de George Herbert Mead

Sociological implications of the thought of George Herbert Mead

Resumo: O objetivo deste artigo é o de descrever a natureza da sociedade humana do ponto de vista de
George Herbert Mead. O desenvolvimento de suas ideias da sociedade humana tomou a forma de mostrar
que a vida grupal humana era a condicdo essencial para o surgimento da consciéncia, da mente, do mundo
dos objetos, dos seres humanos como organismos que possuem o self e da conduta humana em forma de
atos construidos. Ele inverteu os pressupostos tradicionais subjacentes ao pensamento filoséfico,
psicoldgico e socioldgico para o efeito de que os seres humanos possuem mentes e consciéncia como
originalmente "dados", que vivem em mundos de objetos pré-existentes e autoconstituidos e que seu
comportamento consiste em respostas a tais objetos, e essa vida em grupo consiste na associacdo de
organismos humanos reagentes. Este artigo tenta apresentar o esquema meadiano implicito em sua obra,
através de um rastreamento das implicaces dos assuntos centrais por ele analisadas, quais sejam o self, o
ato, interacdo social, objetos e a acdo conjunta. Palavras-chave: George Herbert Mead, self, interagéo

Abstract: The purpose of this article is to describe the nature of human society from George Herbert
Mead's point of view. The development of his ideas of human society took the form of showing that
human group life was the essential condition for the emergence of consciousness, of mind, of the world of
objects, of human beings as self-possessing organisms, and of human conduct in Form of acts
constructed. He reversed the traditional assumptions underlying philosophical, psychological, and
sociological thinking to the effect that human beings possess minds and consciousness as originally
"given", living in worlds of preexisting and self-constituted objects, and that their behavior consists of
responses to Such objects, and this group life consists of the association of human reactive organisms.
This article tries to present the Meadian scheme implied in his work, through a tracing of the implications
of the central subjects analyzed by him, such as self, act, social interaction, objects and joint action.
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
