The Self and the subjective

Resumo: Este artigo apresenta uma
discussio com fins de diferenciacio entre
dois conceitos importantes: a no¢ao de se/ffe a
no¢ido de subjetivo, de subjetividade. Tem
como ponto de chegada que o se/f surge na
conduta social, inteiramente distinguivel da
chamada experiéncia subjetiva ou carater
comum da privacidade que o organismo
sozinho tem acesso. A esséncia do seff é
cognitiva: ela estd na conversa internalizada
dos gestos apreendidos na interacio entre um
eu e o outro, que constitui 0 pensamento, ou
que a reflexdo prossegue. Conclui, por fim,
afirmando que a origem e as fundagbes do
self, como as do pensamento, sdo sociais.

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Abstract: This paper presents a discussion
for the purpose of differentiating between
two important concepts: the notion of self
and the notion of subjective, of subjectivity.
The paper has as its point of arrival that the
self arises in social conduct, entirely
distinguishable from the so-called subjective
expetience or common character of privacy
that the body alone has access to. The
essence of the self is cognitive: it is in the
internalized conversation of the gestures
apprehended in the interaction between one
self and the other, which constitutes thought,
or that reflection proceeds. He concludes,
finally, by asserting that the origin and
foundations of the self, such as those of
thought, are social.
